1. Mike Vail called the meeting to order and opened with prayer.
2. The October 3, 2011 minutes were read and approved. 

Business Items
3. 2011-12 General Education Assessment Update:
· data collection 
· ETS Proficiency Profile & additional questions: Fall REL 4000 sections 01-03 (n=63)
· Spring REL 4000/4100 instructors were contacted about scheduling ETS Proficiency Profile test (one section’s test date is scheduled)
· Speeches: Lena Welch is randomly selecting 30 Fall COM 1010 speeches for baseline data
· Speeches: departmental Senior Seminar speeches, reports from members:  Science are being taped, Spring collection: Student Research Symposium, Information Technology capstone, Life of Christian Minister, English
· Mike reported that beginning in 2012 ETS is offering a new item analysis report that shows content/topic/skill for each item; we will order the report in lieu of asking for a sample test form.
· Mike reported an informal conversation with the instructor for MAT 1040 Concepts of Math in which the “general education” nature of the course content (how mathematics informs our everyday life and culture) was emphasized as opposed to developing computational skills. An extended discussion followed concerning the desired outcomes of a general education requirement in mathematics. It was noted that academic majors that require specialized mathematics skills specify math support courses for their majors. Those support courses fulfill the current general education requirement in math. Note that Applied Math for Business, College Algebra, Discrete Mathematics, Pre-Calculus, Calculus I, Math for Elementary Education are accepted alternatives to MAT 1040.

Jeff Swink (CLCS) has been collecting data on progress toward graduation for students who enrolled in developmental math based on ACT math scores. He will be invited to share his findings and proposed recommendations concerning developmental math at a future GenEd Committee meeting.


4. The chair reviewed the General Education Committee statement from the 2011 edition of the Faculty-Administrator Handbook.

		b. General Education Committee
Responsibilities: studies, monitors, and reviews the undergraduate general education curriculum (including course syllabi) and makes recommendations for revision of general education requirements to the academic council.

Composition: director of the Center for Teaching and Learning (chair), associate provost and dean of academic affairs, registrar, one faculty representative from each school other than the School of Arts and Sciences appointed by the school dean, two department chairs not serving on the academic council, two faculty members from the School of Arts and Sciences, appointed by the dean and two at-large faculty members appointed by the associate provost and dean of academic affairs.

The statement includes responsibility for reviewing course syllabi in the general education curriculum. The committee requested syllabi for MAT 1040 Concepts of Mathematics, MAT 1044 Applied Mathematics for Business, MAT 1055 College Algebra, MAT 1250 Discrete Mathematics, MAT 1310 Pre-Calculus, MAT 1510 Calculus I, BUS 2010 Financial Stewardship, EDU 2565 Math for Elementary Educators for review.

5. Kathy Mowry moved and Mary Ann Meiners seconded a motion to delete MIS 3700 Religion and Culture (3) from the Foundations Tier of the General Education Curriculum. The course still fulfills the Foundations Tier option but de-listing the course in the Catalog will avoid lower-division students enrolling based on the course’s scheduled time. The course may be included in four-year plans for School of Religion majors and other fields where appropriate. Motion carried.

6. General Education Outcomes edited copy from the October 3 meeting was reviewed and will be sent to the Catalog editor.
