Minutes

1. Welcome/Prayer: Joe gave the welcome and led the group in prayer.

2. The Committee approved the March 28, 2014 minutes with one revision: Mike Vail gave the motion to approve the minutes; Amanda Grieme seconded it.  Joe Cole asked that the minutes reflect that he was in attendance for the March 28th meeting. Motion carried.  

3. Mike Vail presented the assessment plans and procedures for 2014-15 for the General Education student outcomes, as a motion.  The motion was seconded by Mary Ann Meiners.  Discussion followed with Fred Cawthorne questioning the “content” aspect of the “General Education: SPEECH EVALUATION.”  He expressed concern that the faculty volunteers may not be knowledgeable in the area they were evaluating. After some deliberation, it was decided that the faculty volunteers using this assessment would be given a copy of the respective assignment to assist in the “content” component of the evaluation.  Motion carried.


4. Mike Vail presented the results from the 2013-2014 assessment cycle.  The committee discussed the procedures for completing step #8, which Mike pointed out was due August 1st, 2014.  Discussion followed the presentation of results to decide the best way to analyze the assessment results.  Fred Cawthorne suggested that departments be more involved in the analysis of the data in order to provide better ownership of changes that need to take place in the curriculum design and future “means of assessment.”  Joe Cole agreed to disseminate the data results to respective departments for their feedback before the next General Education meeting. The feedback from the Departments will be presented in the October General Education Committee meeting.  At that point, specific decisions will be made about how to complete step #8 of the “Analysis” section of the 2013-2014 assessment. 
 
5.  Sam Green presented a Proposal for an Associate of Arts degree in Praise and Worship. Sam Green pointed out that the General Education Committee’s approval was not a requirement for the proposal to go before the Academic Council.  He did, however, want the Committee’s approval and feedback on the General Education requirements.  The proposal was discussed with some concern to the General Education Courses that were not included in the requirements.  Amanda Grieme and others mentioned, specifically, the absence of a History requirement.  This proposal was not given official approval nor a summation of suggestions due to time restraints.
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6. Two pending business items from Spring 2014 were tabled until the October meeting.

A. Sam Stueckle and Stephanie Cawthorne reviewed the CLEP General Mathematics exam to determine how it fit with the General Education Goals and Curriculum dealing with mathematics. The question before the committee was whether we should recommend to Academic Council that the CLEP exam not be accepted as fulfillment of the mathematics requirement in the General Education Curriculum. Their report is contained on page 2 of this document.

B. A request was made of department chairs for review of optional courses in the General Education Curriculum. Questions included: How often is the course offered? How many students enrolled in the courses? Is the course required for any major or minor programs? Is the course recommended as the Gen Ed option by an academic four-year plan?
